At Apple’s request, You agree to provide certification of Your
compliance with the foregoing requirements upon any termination. Apple may terminate this
Agreement or an individual seeding project at any time, with or without cause, immediately
upon written notice to You, and may terminate this Agreement immediately for any breach of
the confidentiality provisions set forth herein.
